Description
Woman's vest; blue silk; fitted - appears to have had two 
darts on either side of the front opening; decorative folds 
at each of four seams across the bottom of the back; folds 
lined with pink silk; small triangles formed from blue silk 
sewn around edges of collar and arms; red and metallic 
gold rick rack cording on either side of front opening; gold 
is closest to edge; line of sequined (white, iridescent) 
cording in between the rick rack; only on either side of 
front opening and around bottom curve of neckline; this is 
echoed on the back around the neck and arms; six eyes 
on either side of front opening for closure; no cording or 
ribbon to weave through; striped lining
