tightly gathered at waistband; twill ties; bottom panel
flounces out and is decorated at bottom with white on
white cut and embroidered work in a series of vertical
bars with open tiny squares in each, with small flowers at
each end and in center of each bar; inside there is extra

fabric under top panel to add fullness Black shiny apron
trimmed with ecru tatted lace with yellow, red and blue stitching in places; embroidered along bottom in
yellow, red, green,and white, floral and geometric patterns; black ribbon ties Brick red synthetic skirt
embroidered all over with large yellow, white and green flowers; gathered at waistband , waist has red
ribbon ties; lined with gauze-like fabric Orange vest with gold metallic beadwork; inside beadwork areas is
peach brocade fabric; lined with green striped and red and blue striped cotton; three hooks and eyes on
